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They can appear as angels (Gen 32:1) And Jacob went on his way, and the angels of God met him. (Gen 32:2) And when Jacob saw them, he said, This is God's host: …
They can appear as men (Gen 19:5) And they called unto Lot, and said unto him, Where are the men which came in to thee this night? bring them out unto us, that we may know them.  
 (Mark 16:5) And entering into the sepulchre, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, clothed in a long white garment; and they were affrighted.
They have supernatural powers Matt. 28:2-4: And, behold, there was a great earthquake: for the angel of the Lord descended from heaven, and came and rolled back the stone from the door, and sat upon it. 3:  His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow: 4: And for fear of him the keepers did shake and became as dead men.
(Exo 14:19) And the angel of God, which went before the camp of Israel, removed and went behind them; and the pillar of the cloud went from before their face, and stood behind them:
They obey God (1 Chr. 21:27) And the LORD commanded the angel; and he put up his sword again into the sheath thereof
(Psa. 103:20) Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word .21:  Bless ye the LORD, all ye his hosts; ye ministers of his, that do his pleasure.
They are different than men (1 Cor 6:3) Know ye not that we shall judge angels? how much more things that pertain to this life?
They have wondrous appearances Ezek. 10, Dan 10:6, Rev 10:1
 (Mat 28:3 KJV) His countenance was like lightning, and his raiment white as snow:
	Many think that some of the lights and UFOs in the skies be traces of their passing or activities.
They are sexless/genderless (Mat 22:30) For in the resurrection they neither marry, nor are given in marriage, but are as the angels of God in heaven.
They are created (Col 1:15) Who is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of every creature:16: For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, visible and invisible, whether they be thrones, or dominions, or principalities, or powers: all things were created by him, and for him:
Have knowledge greater than man’s (But not equal to God’s): (2 Sam 14:20) To fetch about this form of speech hath thy servant Joab done this thing: and my lord is wise, according to the wisdom of an angel of God, to know all things that are in the earth.
They are strong (2 Th 1:7) And to you who are troubled rest with us, when the Lord Jesus shall be revealed from heaven with his mighty angels,
They ministered to the prophets:  2 Ki 1:3 But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite, Arise, go up to meet the messengers of the king of Samaria, … 
1 Ki 19:5   And as he lay and slept under a juniper tree, behold, then an angel touched him, and said unto him, Arise and eat. 6 And he looked, and, behold, there was a cake baken on the coals, and a cruse of water at his head. And he did eat and drink, and laid him down again.7:  And the angel of the LORD came again the second time, and touched him, and said, Arise and eat; because the journey is too great for thee.
They ministered to Christ: (Mat 4:11) Then the devil leaveth him, and, behold, angels came and ministered unto him.
They ministered to the apostles (Acts 8:26) And the angel of the Lord spake unto Philip, saying, Arise, and go toward the south unto the way that goeth down from Jerusalem unto Gaza, which is desert.
(Acts 12:7) And, behold, the angel of the Lord came upon him, and a light shined in the prison: and he smote Peter on the side, and raised him up, saying, Arise up quickly. And his chains fell off from his hands. 8: And the angel said unto him, Gird thyself, and bind on thy sandals. And so he did. And he saith unto him, Cast thy garment about thee, and follow me. 9:  And he went out, and followed him; and wist not that it was true which was done by the angel; but thought he saw a vision; 10:  When they were past the first and the second ward, they came unto the iron gate that leadeth unto the city; which opened to them of his own accord: and they went out, and passed on through one street; and forthwith the angel departed from him 11 And when Peter was come to himself, he said, Now I know of a surety, that the Lord hath sent his angel, …
(Acts 27:23) For there stood by me this night the angel of God, whose I am, and whom I serve.
They announced Christ’s birth, attended his tomb, and his ascension (Luke 2:13) And suddenly there was with the angel a multitude of the heavenly host praising God, and saying, …
(Mark 16:5) And entering into the sepulchre, they saw a young man sitting on the right side, clothed in a long white garment; and they were affrighted.
(Acts 1:10) And while they looked steadfastly toward heaven as he went up, behold, two men stood by them in white apparel; …
They minister to us Heb 1:14) Are they not all ministering spirits, sent forth to minister for them who shall be heirs of salvation?
They may be assigned to us (Mat 18:10) Take heed that ye despise not one of these little ones; for I say unto you, That in heaven their angels do always behold the face of my Father which is in heaven.
They will carry out judgements of God (2 Th 1:8) In flaming fire taking vengeance on them that know not God, and that obey not the gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ:
AND throughout the book of Revelation, including casting Satan into the pit in Chapter 20.
They watch us (1 Tim 5:21) I charge thee before God, and the Lord Jesus Christ, and the elect angels, that thou observe these things without preferring one before another, doing nothing by partiality.
(Heb 12:1) Wherefore seeing we also are compassed about with so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay aside every weight, and the sin which doth so easily beset us, and let us run with patience the race that is set before us,
They attend at the death of saints (Luke 16:22) And it came to pass, that the beggar died, and was carried by the angels into Abraham's bosom: the rich man also died, and was buried;
They are NOT the HOLY SPIRIT (John 16:13) Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will show you things to come. 
.	They are NOT to be worshipped (Col 2:18) Let no man beguile you of your reward in a voluntary humility and worshipping of angels, intruding into those things which he hath not seen, vainly puffed up by his fleshly mind,  
Rev. 22:9 Then saith he unto me, See thou do it not: for I am thy fellowservant, and of thy brethren the prophets, and of them which keep the sayings of this book: worship God.
There are hierarchies and types of angels
Michael the Archangel (only one named as such –Jude 9); identified as a warrior with evil spirits-Daniel 10 and Rev 12:7; the herald of the calling away of the Church—II Thess. 4.
Seraphim, beautiful and devoted to the praise and worship of God Isa 6:2:  Above it stood the seraphims: each one had six wings; with twain he covered his face, and with twain he covered his feet, and with twain he did fly. 3: And one cried unto another, and said, Holy, holy, holy, is the LORD of hosts: the whole earth is full of his glory. 4 And the posts of the door moved at the voice of him that cried, and the house was filled with smoke. … 
Cherubim, relating to God’s glory and guarding it (Psa. 80:1) To the chief Musician upon Shoshannimeduth, A Psalm of Asaph. Give ear, O Shepherd of Israel, thou that leadest Joseph like a flock; thou that dwellest between the cherubims, shine forth. (Gen 3:24) So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life 
They evidently know when someone is saved. (Luke 15:10) Likewise, I say unto you, there is joy in the presence of the angels of God over one sinner that repenteth.
Some of the words translated angels: (from Strong’s)
Strong’s G 4151 pneuma.... breath or spirit. When linked with all else we know, this says to me they are spirits sent from God
Strong’s H 4397 malak, to dispatch as a deputy, messenger, or ambassador. To me this says they are agents of God.
Angelos (Strong’s) G32) Matt. 28:2 “messenger” as the meaning of “angel”
An army to serve the Lord (Psa. 68:17) The chariots of God are twenty thousand, even thousands of angels (Strong’s H430, “elohim”, meaning spiritual beings): the Lord is among them, as in Sinai, in the holy place.
And SHARATH (Strong’s H8334) (ministers) (Psa. 103:20) Bless the LORD, ye his angels, that excel in strength, that do his commandments, hearkening unto the voice of his word. 21:  Bless ye the LORD, all ye his hosts; ye ministers of his, that do his pleasure.
elohyim or meelohim (Strong’s H430) is in PS. 8:5. Thou has made him a little lower than the angels. Of course, we know this verse speaks of Christ’s incarnation, not inferiority. 
____________________________________________________________________________________
Popular culture is wrong about angels. People do not turn into angels when they die. There have been over 80 movies about angels, and 100 or more about demons.  This does not count books or tv, which has had over 30 series about angels.  Our fascination with them is misplaced. Angel symbols, jewelry, figurines, statues, art, and imagery abound, yet we are told to make no graven images, nor to have idols, worship angels, or any being other than God.  In ignorance, we dishonor Him, and I am not sure innocent intent mitigates the harm. We should consider whether we must discard and put all such aside, and instead worship the Father, being filled with the Holy Spirit. 
Angels are likely attentive to all of us for life, but we must never ask things of them, for our prayers are to be only to God, who ministers through them as He wills.  We need not see, know, or relish any supernatural blessings other than those coming from the Father of lights, Whom we petition and trust. James 1:17: 
Every good gift and every perfect gift is from above, and cometh down from the Father of lights, with whom is no variableness, neither shadow of turning.  
Our relationship, fellowship, worship, and gratitude are due to Him alone. 
I am, however, grateful for the angels in my life who have helped me, and no doubt still do, in ways that I do not see or understand. Nor do I need to. But they would be the first to tell us to send our praise directly to their Creator and Lord, and our Father through Christ, our Lord. 
This will help us begin to understand the next topic in this series, the fallen angels who rebelled, sinned, and are now the enemies of God, of holy angels, and of mankind. 
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
